) Every year over 1000 UA
students take advantage of an
overseas study program. With

options available in over 30 countries world-
wide, students can choose to spend a sum-
mer, semester, or academic year abroad.
The Office of Study Abroad and Student
Exchange (SASE) currently offers a variety
of programs to meet the needs of virtually
every major at the university. Students in-
terested in obtaining core classes for their
majors may do so through exchange pro-
grams and direct matriculation options. As
a political science major, Nicole Bilodeau got
a first hand look at the development of the
European Union in her classes at the Uni-
versity College Cork, in Cork, Ireland. I was
extremely impressed by the knowledge of
the professors, and how in-depth the

classes are.” states Bilodeau. “There is noth-
ing like learning the politics and history of a
place as it happens.”

In addition to the program in Cork, other
direct matriculation and exchange locations
include the University of Westminster in
London, the University of Uppsala in Swe-
den, the University of Oslo in Norway, the
University of Amsterdam, and three univer-
sities in Australia. These programs all offer
courses in English, and are available for both
the semester and academic year. Additional
exchange programs are also available to stu-
dents with at least 4 semesters of prior lan-
guage study. These opportunities include
sites in Germany, France, Mexico, and Costa
Rica.

For students interested in improving
their language proficiency, a number of pro-
grams are available to destinations such as
Spain, Russia, Italy, Mexico, and France,
These programs operate throughout the
academic year and the summer, and feature
host families for accommaodation. As Eliza-
beth Baskett, a recent participant on the
Madrid, Spain program remarks, “My host
family was the equivalent of a 24-hour lan-
guage lab. I learned more Spanish in one
semester in Spain than in three years in a
U.S. classroom.” Other students concur with
Baskett, and Spain has continued to be the
most popular destination for UA students.

In addition to language study, students
also take advantage of cultural immersion
through summer faculty-led programs.

Letter from the Director

Dear Reader,

In 1945, Senator J. William Fulbright proposed taking the
proceeds from the sale of surplus war property to fund a program
that would promote “mutual understanding between the people of
the United States and the people of other countries of the world.”
Senator Fulbright saw this initiative as a
step toward building an alternative to armed
conflict. The objective of the program was
quite straightforward, but profound in its
simplicity, to create a series of bilateral
exchanges for students from as many
countries as possible. Over 50 years later,
the Fulbright program has provided
opportunities to over 250,000 students and
scholars to spend up to one year studying,
conducting research and teaching abroad.

Over 140 countries currently participate
in the Fulbright program. The first of April marks the beginning of
the application cycle for the 2002-2003 academic year. Over 4,400
grants will be made available through the various categories of
support offered through the program. The Fulbright Student
Program offers Post Baccalaureate Fellowships to graduating
seniors, young professionals, artists and graduate students for
study and research in over 100 countries. The Fulbright Scholar
Program offers Postdoctoral Fellowships to faculty and profession-
als for teaching and research in all participating countries.

Dermot Keogh
Professor of History
University College Cork, Ireland

With the support of the IVF and the
Departments of Political Science, History,
Judaic Studies, and English, the Univer-
sity community was privileged to host a
distinguished historian from Cork, Ire-
land this past spring. Dermot Keogh, Professor of History at
University College Cork, spent several days on campus during
which he met with faculty, staff and students. Professor Keogh’s
research interests include European, North American, and Latin
American diplomatic and political history in the nineteenth and
twentieth centuries; human rights and foreign policy formula-
tion; issues of church and state, and popular religion: and Irish
cultural and social history. He discussed his most recent book,
Jews in Twentieth-Century Ireland: Refugees, Anti-Semitism and
the Holocaust, which examines the role the Irish-Jewish commu-
nity has played in Ireland from 1880 through the present time.

Professor Keogh also met with students and staff regarding
the UA’s flourishing, new study abroad program at UCC. During
a lively information session, Professor Keogh fielded questions
from prospective study abroad students about coursework at
UCC, campus activities, Cork City and myriad aspects of Irish life.
The UA has 14 students in Ireland this semester alone — one in
Racetrack Management'’s specialized student exchange program
at the University of Limerick, and 13 studying at University Col-
lege Cork. A growing number of students are studying in Ireland
during what is perhaps the most dynamic, exciting period of that
ancient country’s history.

On February 28, Professor Keogh also gave a well-attended
public lecture on “James Joyce, Jewish Immigration, and the
Struggle for Tolerance in Twentieth Century Ireland.”
