The International Affairs Update editor recently sat
down with Diplomat in Residence (D.LR.), Jacquelyn
Briggs for a brief interview. Ms. Briggs took the
D.LR. position at the UA in August of 2001 and has
served as a diplomat in several locations around the
world. Her insights, illustrated in her interview,
demonstrate the colorful life a Foreign Service Officer
in the U.S. State Department leads as well as the
importance of her presence here at the UA.

Q.' What exactly is the role
of'a Diplomat in Residence
at the UA?

A Basically, 1 am the
Department of State’s
representative to the
university. | provide
information on the
Department’s programs
(internships, fellowships,
exam process) and counsel
on careers in international
affairs with emphasis on the
Foreign Service.

Q.‘.' Now that you've been
here for a few months and
have gotten to know the
city and campus community,
what directions do you see
yourself going in within
yourrole as D.I.R.?

A : Now that I am settled,

I hope to meet more of the
university community —
both students and faculty.

[ have also developed some
ties with the local communi-
ties. When you are doing
this kind of work, your
relationships can never be
100 strong. Outreach is what
we do, and you can’t have
outreach without knowing
all of the elements of the
community.
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Q: Give us a briefhistory of
the different ‘tours’ you did
with the Department of State.

A Over the past 22 years,

I have been fortunate enough
to have served in some of the
most interesting places in the
world. Because of previous
experience living and working
in Africa, I served my first
assignment on the west coast,
in Togo. From there I served in
Haiti, (prior to the Duvalier
departure), Belize City (with the
nicest people in the world!)
and The Bahamas. After the
Bahamas, | served in Washing-
ton D.C. for three years. From
there I traveled back to West
Africa to Ghana, a lively and
fast moving country. Finally,
after returning to the U.S., 1
studied Greek for one year to
prepare for my assign-

ment in Greece.

Q.' What
interested you
in the State
Department
when you
began your
career?

A My interests to join

the Department of State go way
back to the days when |
accompanied my ex-husband
on his assignment to the
Democratic Republic of the
Congo (later know as Zaire).

I got the bug to work abroad
and some seven years after
leaving Zaire, | got what |
considered a “dream job.” I was
able to work in an environment
in which [ felt very comfortable
and it was work that I loved. It
has been terrific and I wouldn’t
change any part of it. Motiva-
tion comes from knowing that
every day you can make a
difference for someone. It might
be approving that visa for a
government official or it might
be counseling a student on
how to prepare for the Foreign
Service written examination.

Q.‘ For students that are
interested in Foreign Service,
what suggestions
would you
offer them?
Azl encourage
all students
who have the
smallest interest
in the Foreign
Service to seck out
all of the information
they can. While I'm told
that the web site is a bit
intimidating, it tells the story of
what we do as representatives
of the USG abroad. We are a
microcosm of society and
should, therefore, represent the

We are an unrivaled in the
cultures of those who call
themselves American and [ am
always seeking particularly
women and minorities (both
underrepresented in the
Foreign Service) to apply for
positions where they can be a
part of the foreign policy
process. The Department of
State requires no specific
majors; everyone is welcomed
to take the exam and passers
range from no degree

to PhD. The written exam is by
far the best way to enter the
service. As a commissioned
officer, you will have the
opportunity to promote the
United States and it’s policies,
advance democracy and human
rights, promote the safety of
Americans abroad, and fight
terrorism and drugs. We do the
most interesting work... in the
world!
